28-Nov 2 Fly to Calafate: Overnight at Los Canelos Hotel 3*.

29-Nov 3 :6am. Regular Bus service from Calafate to Torres del Paine. Overnight at Hosteria Las Torres.
30-Nov 4 Trek to Las Torres. Hosteria Las Torres

1-Dec 5 Torres del Paine : To Lake Grey trek on the Peninsula and Mirador Ferrier Hosteria Las Torres
2-Dec 6 Puerto Natales: Excursion to Lago Azul and surrounding region. Drive to P/N Hotel Ladrilleros
3-Dec 7 El Calafate: Catch the early morning bus from Puerto Natales to El Calafate. Hotel Los Canelos 3*
4-Dec 8 El Calafate: Visit Moreno Glacier Los Canelos Hotel 3*

5-Dec 9 El Chalten: Drive to Chalten. In the afternoon trek to Laguna Torre. Hosteria El Puma

6-Dec 10 El Chalten: Full day trekking to Laguna de los Tres. views of Fitz Roy as well as Cerro Torre
7-Dec 11 El Chalten: Full day trek to Cerro Polo.

8-Dec 12 Drive to El Calafate - fly to Buenos Aires

9-Dec 13 Full day in Buenos Aires: Late 4pm check out - Transfer to airport for flight home:

10-Dec 14 in flight

11-Dec 15 Arrive Sydney

* Changes to the hotels made be made if the ones requested are not available.

We leave Sydney around 9:30 am in the morning and arrive in Buenos Aires the same day at around
1:30pm after flying for about 16 hours! We then transfer to the domestic airport and fly to El Calafate.

El Calafate is a small town in Argentina that is conveniently located to visit the three major destinations we
wish to travel to, The Torres del Paine National Park (Chile), The Glacial National Park (Argentina) and the
Moreno Glacier. Others who are travelling on their own will join us there.

After a day’s rest in this charming town to recover from our long flight, we head for Torres del Paine
National Park. We have three nights here in a comfortable hotel, which we use as our base camp for
treks to the Granite Towers of Paine and to Lago Azul. We then head back to El Calafate and spend a day
on an outing visiting the stunning Moreno Glacier — which stretches as far back as you can see. Our next
destination is El Chalten in the Glacial National Park. We drive across the vast open plains till we arrive
this little town. We have three nights here in a comfortable hotel and have organised day walks to Laguna
Torres, Laguna de los Tres, Fitz Roy and to Cerro Polo. To be out on exciting walks and knowing that you
have a nice warm comfortable room to come back to is a great feeling!

Finally we fly back to Buenos Aires from El Calafate and spend a day and half exploring this charming city
on walks, before returning home.

There is an option to extend this trip with a visit to Tierra del Fuego and take an excursion on the Beagle
Channel or to fly to Iguazu Falls. Please email me for details on these extentions.

Day 01 We meet in Sydney and check in for our long flight to Buenos Aires. We fly Aerolineas Argentinas
flight AR1183 departing at 0945hrs. and arriving in Buenos Aires at 1320hrs. the same day! We go
through immigration and customs and drive across to the Domestic airport which is located close to the
city and fly to El Calafate.

Depart Buenos Aires at 1550hrs. and arrive in El Calafate at 19:03hrs. Here our guide will receive you and
bring you to our Hotel. Where we stay twin share with breakfast: Hotel Los Canelos.

Day 02 A free day at El Calafate to recover from our long flight and to explore this charming town on
walking tours.

Day 03: Early in the morning (6am!) we catch the Regular Bus service to Torres del Paine. We stop at
Laguna Amarga from where we transfer to our hotel — Hosteria Las Torres. | have requested this hotel as it
conveniently located for our walks — particularly to the look out at Las Torres and the stunning granite
towers.
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Day 04: This is a full days walk to the look out at Las Torres. We trek through stunning mountain paths, till
we come the viewpoint for the glacial lakes the Las Torres and glacial lakes.

Day 05: We have day walks to the Lake Grey, the Peninsular and the Mirador Ferrier.

Day 06: We have a morning walk to the Lago Azul and other interesting highlights before driving to Puerto
Natales. We will have our private transport for the 3 nights we are at Torres del Paine National Park.
Overnight at Hotel Ladrilleros.

Day 07: To day we head for El Calafate. We have private transport to take us from the Hotel to the Bus
Stand — from where we catch the regular service to El Calafate. On arrival we head for our hotel: Los
Canelos. Free day.

Day 08: We have our own transport for a private tour of the Moreno Glacier with an English speaking
guide. Some of us who may like to have a more exciting experience may like to take an outing on the
Glacier. Payment can be made locally for this — as we have not costed it in. Overnight El Calafate.

Day 09: We ill have private transport for our next exciting journey across the vast plains to the Los
Glaciares National Park. You are likely to see Gauchos mustering their cattle on these vast plains. Soon
after we have settled into our hotel, we begin by taking a walk to Laguna Torre with a picnic lunch. In the
evening, we will have dinner (drinks not included!) as guests of our host in Patagonia. He owns this superb
restaurant in this spectacular wilderness.

Day 10: Afull day trek in the company of an English speaking guide to Laguna de los Tres. Enjoy stunning
views of Firz Roy and well as Cerro Torre. We carry our picnic lunch provided by Pablo and have dinner at
his fine restaurant.

Day 11: Another full day walk to Cerro Polo. We will carry our picnic lunch and when we get back have
dinner at Ruca Mahuida Restaurant. That is what Pablo calls his restaurant. In EI Chalten we will be
staying at Hosteria El Puma with breakfast. Hosteria’s in Argentina — are like 3 star hotels.

Day12: We head back to El Calafate to catch the flight to Buenos Aires. We transfer to our hotel
Reconquista Plaza Hotel, and step out for walks in its charming streets. There are any number of restau-
rants and cafes to enjoy the evening. Some of you may be interested to take in a Tango performance — if
SO we can book in advance.

Day13: We have a full day to explore this charming city. You can do much of it on a walking tour or by
taking a taxi the short distance to the places of interest. We check out of our hotel at 4 pm (a late check
out has been requested), and then take in more of the city- and dinner, before heading off to the Interna-
tional airport for our late night flight to Sydney. Our flight departs at 1 minute to midnight! 2359hrs.

Day14: Inflight : Because we are East we lose a day.
Day15: We arrive at Sydney at 0800hrs.

We have based this trip on flights with Aerolineas Argentinas and the hotels mentioned. However changes
may be made if necessary. We will ofcourse advise you in advance. To ensure we get the hotels and flight
we have based this trip on, please book early.

We could assist you with extending the trip with side trips to Bariloche, visit to Machu Picchu, Iguazu
Falls and an extention of stay at Buenos Aires. Please let us know your interests and the time you have
to spare and we will build you an extention.

A detailed note on equipment flights etc. will be provided after the booking has been received.
To ensure a place on this trip please make a booking as soon as possible with a non refundable deposit of AUD$500.00. The full
payment is due by the 24". Sept ‘2007 for the 25th.Nov. departure and 24™".Dec 2007. for the 24™. Feb.2008 Departure.

The cost of the trip includes Airport transfers, guided walks and tours, all accommodation on a twin share
basis on a bed and breakfast basis, except in El Chalten where meals are included.
